Our Fair has had Racing Pig shows, in various forms, for many years and they have always
drawn big crowds. We will welcome back Southern Barnyard Racers which include Duck races, a
huge crowd-pleaser last year. They put on four shows a day with 4 to 5 heats per race, and each one
includes competitions and audience involvement.
